MMATT 22 (90) AND OTHER ARCHIVE MAGIC - early dry electronics, Shona Moments' vocal debut, and some of my vocals too. Sorry.
MMATT 21 §90) WILLY THE OAK TREE'S 20TH BIRTHDAY PARTY = totally crap very early roots ('86), strictly for completists only, Dire!

And most volumes contain a track or two that's not to be found on any of our
own releases, wot makes them a nice collectible set, natch., ACID TAPES is the UK home of FLASHBAX VOLUME 1 (TAB 085), as
well as many other fine pieces of the psychedelic arts. Steve also puts out the regular TRY ACID newsletter, detailing all the
latest ACID releases and many other things of interest to psycheheads, He's also put together a great sampler of ACID bands for
exclusive release on MXE, 'tis called TRY ACID 2 (M&E 109) and has MAGIC MOMENTS on it too. Get around, don't we? Check it out
for quite a few good reasons to make direct contact. Nuff said? I could add that STORMCLOUDS vocalist, Louise Allen, is great.
