The track numbers place 
these bands in chronological 
order, according to their 
first release on the label. 
The prefix of each file name 
is the catalogue number of 
that first release. At the very 
beginning (not as far back 
as dinosaurs or anything), 
the label shared the ‘Magic 
Moments At Twilight Time’ 
name with the band. The 
first prefix we used was 
simply ‘C’ for cassette, 
before moving on to 
‘MMATT’ (we worked for 
months on that one), in July 
1988, when the label went 
all official like. In April 
1992, the label embraced  
the global underground 
movement and became 
Music & Elsewhere. The 
rest as they say, is history...
